6.1 Denmark

The Danish Council for Strategic Research has a number of strategic research programmes, but none of them is strictly limited to post doctoral applicants. At present, all with a PhD-degree can apply for funding, when calls are announced, for example for own salary or for salary to participants in a research group. The Council has no statistical survey of the number of post-docs funded. 
The Danish Councils for independent Research operate for the time being with an instrument targeted at individual researchers at post doctoral level. Funding is allocated in a bottom-up process. Accordingly, researchers with a PhD-degree can apply for funding when calls are announced, for example for own salary or for salary to participants in a research group. However, the Councils are presently in the process of reorganization, and the Councils' instruments, including the instrument targeted at individual researchers at post doctoral level, might be revised in this context. The Councils have no statistical survey of the number of post-docs funded by the councils.

We do not have any exact count of post-doc positions offered at universities etc. A fair estimate is about 250 annually (minimum 1 year employment contracts, universities only). If we define the post-doc concept in rather broad terms the total post-doc population was approximately 1500 by the end of 2003 (universities and research institutions, excl. hospitals).

GPs are advised to contact the office to clarify their eligibility. Veterinary candidates must have obtained their RCVS certificate or equivalent e.g. CertSAM, CertVA, CertEP.

The awards are open to individuals with the relevant connection to the EEA, please note the following: 

1. 'Relevant connection' can be established if an individual has an appropriate degree from a university in the EEA or has worked in a university or hospital or institution in the EEA for at least the past three years, or has done so before taking up an appointment outside the EEA.

Reviewers typically assess the candidate’s research and clinical career to date, the scientific merit and feasibility of the proposed project, the significance of the science, and the suitability of the supervisor, sponsor, and host environment. Successful candidates will have a good performance record, which indicates enthusiasm and aptitude for a long-term career in academic medicine. In addition, robust knowledge of the scientific background should be apparent and the research should be focused and practicable within the time scale proposed.
